Audit Report:  
Denis Miller CPA from Mapes and Miller, presented the annual USD #110 Audit Report for July 1, 2008 through June 30, 2009.  Discussion followed.  Bob Ragsdale moved to accept the report as presented, and to authorize required filings of the report.  Tracy Atchison seconded.  Motion carried 7-0.  Denis Miller left the meeting at 8:51 p.m.
A.
Personnel:  A letter of retirement was presented from High School Principal Phillip Riedel, requesting a retirement date of June 30, 2010, and acceptance of the option for final compensation in June, as approved at the February 8, 2010 Board Meeting.  Kristi Traffas moved to accept Mrs. Riedel’s retirement letter with regrets.  Bob Ragsdale seconded.  The Board of Education wished Mr. Riedel well in his retirement.  John Struckhoff moved to allow Jeff Yoxall to remain a part of the district’s Blue Cross/Blue Shield Group in July and August, with Mr. Yoxall reimbursing the district for the premiums due during those months.  Brian Dettmer seconded.  Motion carried 7-0.  Kristi Traffas moved to allow Jeff Yoxall payment of the balance of unused sick leave upon retirement as specified in his contract.  The payment is to be paid to Mr. Yoxall on June 30, 2010 and not  in 3 equal or nearly equal payments in January, February and March of the next year as specified  in his contract. John Struckhoff seconded.  Motion carried 7-0.

Calendar:  Jeff Yoxall presented the 2010-2011 Calendar for approval.  Discussion followed.  Tracy Atchison moved to approve the calendar as presented.  Rex Lowe seconded.  Motion carried 7-0.
C.
Insurance:  Jeff Yoxall presented renewal information for Worker’s Comp Insurance administered through Farm Bureau Insurance at an estimated cost of $32,802.00.  Discussion followed.  Tracy Atchison moved to renew the district’s Worker’s Comp Insurance with Farm Bureau Insurance as per the estimate.  Rex Lowe seconded.  John Struckhoff declared a conflict of interest and did not participate in the vote. 
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Motion carried 6-0.

Transfers:  Jeff Yoxall recommended that $9,000.00 be transferred from the General Fund to the At Risk Fund.  Kristi Traffas moved to approve the transfer as recommended.  John Struckhoff seconded.  Motion carried 7-0.

F.
Senior Sneak:   Rex Lowe moved to amend a motion made at the December 14, 2009 meeting that read: “Rex Lowe moved to approve the Seniors’ request to have their Sneak at Arlington, Texas, along with their request to use the Longhorn Bus with the class reimbursing the district for mileage and the driver.”  The motion shall be amended to read:  “Rex Lowe moved to approve the Seniors’ request to have their Sneak at Arlington, Texas, along with their request to use the Longhorn Bus with the class reimbursing the district for fuel and the driver.”  Bob Ragsdale seconded.  Motion carried 7-0.

Graduation Presenters:  Discussion was held regarding the presentation of diplomas at Senior High and Eighth Grade Graduation. Bob Ragsdale moved that Joel Hrabe present diplomas at Eight Grade Graduation, and that Rex Lowe present diplomas at Senior High Graduation.  Kristi Traffas seconded.  Motion carried 7-0. 
John Struckhoff moved that the board break from 9:15-9:20 p.m.  Kristi Traffas seconded.  Motion carried 7-0.

High School Principal Phil Riedel reported on the following:

*)Meat Judging Contests have begun.  Some of the results are as follows:

At the Curtis College Meats Judging, our team placed 2nd and individual scores were the following:  Trent Ferguson-2nd,, Kim Adams-5th , Nathan Larson-10th, Larissa Dettmer-11th, Justin Abbott-12th , Madeline Reneberg-13th

*)The TRHS Basketball season is completed; with successful seasons for both teams.  Our boys just missed out on qualifying for sub-state basketball and our girls did qualify for sub-state basketball at Hays.  Congratulations to the players and coaches!

*)We have completed our 2010 State Reading Assessments.  The sophomores were tested in reading along with any juniors who did not score at Meet Standards or above on the 2009 Reading Assessments.  All TRHS Juniors have scored at Meet Standards on the Reading Assessments, and 80% of the TRHS Sophomores have scored at Meet Standards or above.  This meets the state requirement and the sophomores not scoring at Meets Standards or above will be able to test next year.

*)We are currently  testing our sophomores and juniors who did not score at meet standards from last year State Mathematics Assessments. 
*)Six students will  leave for Colorado on the FFA Ski Trip,  March 12th .

*)A recent League Meeting resulted in the combination of the Pike Trail, Cheyenne and Twin Lakes Leagues.   Changes will begin the 2010-11 School Year.
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Middle School Principal Beth Norris reported the following:

*)The GNEC Vocal Clinic was held in Damar on February 11th.  The students performed a nice number for their featured selection.  Thunder Ridge was well represented in the audience.



*)The March 1 teacher in-service day was productive.

*)March 4th a team of 7th grade students and a team of 8th grade students traveled to the GNEC League Scholars Bowl in Damar.  It was a successful afternoon with the 8th grade returning with a winning record and the 7th grade returning with 3rd place medals.
