H.S. Principal Phil Riedel reported the following:

*)We’re proud of our FFA Students who again honored our school by placing in recent Meats Contests as follows: Coffeyville – 1st Place Team consisting of Larissa Dettmer-High Individual, Trent Ferguson-3rd, Nathan Larson-5th, and  KimbraLee Adams, 7th ; and at Allen County – TRHS placed 5th.

*)Congratulations to TRHS Students for their great performances at the 1A Regional Music Contest held in Hays – I’s:  Trevor Lowe (solo), Madeline Reneberg (solo), Girls’ Double Trio (Cassie Winchell/Jackie Reneberg/Madeline Reneberg/Amber Schmid/Brittany Kirchhoff/Larissa Dettmer /Jackie Reneberg,  (sax solo) and Percussion Ensemble (HS Band). II’s – Madeline Reneberg (flute solor), Mixed Vocal (HS Choir) and Chris Cochrun (solo).  Again, congratulations to these students, Mrs. Reneberg and Mrs. Thomas!  The 1A State Music will be held April 24th in Wichita.

*)KAYS sponsored the American Red Cross Blood Drive on March 30th, with all time slots filled, and contributions exceeding those of any other blood drive;  congratulations KAYS and sponsor, Amber Beach Hardacre!  

*)Ryanne Rahjes and Trent Ferguson were recognized by Kansas University as part of their Kansas Honors Program.  This award recognizes the top seniors from each high school across the state (top 10%).

*)There are two proposals by two high school leagues in the state to address what they feel is an unfair advantage that private schools have in competing in KSHSAA activities, versus public schools.  There will be further discussion at the Board of Directors Meeting later this month.
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*)Our students did great at the Osborne Track Meets with the TRHS Boys  finishing in 3rd place with  Joel Struckhoff placing 1st in the long jump and high jump, 3rd in the 100 meter and 2nd in the 200 meter;   Blaine Hrabe placing 1st in the javelin;  Dillon Coomes placing 2nd in the Shot Put, and Cory Rahjes placing 3rd in the TJ.  The TRHS girls finished in 5th place, with Anna Linton placing 1st in the Shot Put and Discus; Kim Adams placing 1st in the high jump; Kelsey Atchison placing 6th in the 100 meter; Madeline Reneberg placing 3rd in the 1600 meter; and Brittany Kirchhoff placing 3rd in the 400 meter.

*)Students completed their Kansas Assessments with excellent scores.

*)TRMS Students participated in the GNEC Music Contest with great results—many students achieved I’s.

*)Students did very well at their first track meet, participating against many competitors.
