            High School Principal Phil Riedel reported on the following:

· The Thunder Ridge High School has started their Scholar’s Bowl competition for the 2009-10 school year.  The TRHS Varsity Team placed 2nd out of ten teams at the Lakeside Meet on November 2nd.  Congratulations!

· Congratulations to Sammy Krueger and Michaela Bienhoff; they were named to the 2009 Cheyenne Conference All-League Volleyball Team.

· Congratulations to Kim Adams and Madeline Reneberg for qualifying for 2009 KSHSAA State Cross Country.  Kim placed 4th and Madeline 33rd at State Cross Country.  Congratulations are also in order to Jackie Reneberg who was selected for the NW KS Honor Band to be held in Hays on Dec. 5th.

· On October 28th the KSHSAA Board of Directors met in Oakley in the morning; in the afternoon the KSHSAA had their Northwest Regional Meeting in Oakley.  The topics discussed included:

· Final Review of the Post Audit-make available to schools

· Rank the Strategic Planning Components-The Strategic Committee is made up of 30 individuals-students/coaches/administrators looking at the future of the KSHSAA

· Develop, training, recruiting and retention plans for officials and coaches

· Develop a plan to address Public/Private school issues

· Study issues involved in classification of member schools

· Develop a public relations plan

· Continue to evaluate and implement a technology plan to meet the needs of the Association and the member schools

· Develop a financial plan to meet the needs of the Association while considering the economic implications for member schools

· Study the influence of club teams, year round sports, specializations of athletes and their effects on students and school programs

· Feedback from schools/staff/parents on the summer coaching rules

· Offer the ASEP (Rule 10) Coaching Training Online

· Input from the online coaches rules meetings for head coaches and officials

· Discuss a mandatory online coaching education course requirement for any head or assistant coach who is ejected for a contest at all levels

· Adoption of a state-wide basketball officiating program (Arbitor) by the KSHSAA

· The KSDE Fall Assessment Conference was held October 26th and 27th in Topeka.  The big news out of this year’s assessments is the Test Security Component.  Starting this year between 5-10% of schools across the state of Kansas will be selected for a test monitoring visit.  Districts are to submit their test schedules to KSDE by February 1st and schools will not be aware they have been selected until the monitoring group shows up at school.  Teachers are to receive training on this process.  We completed that training at our in-service on October 30th.  This Test Security Component of the State Assessments was a mandate by the Feds because Kansas was not in line with some type of test security and testing ethics.
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· Upcoming activities at TRHS include Math Relays @ FHSU on Nov. 12th, TRHS Play on Nov. 14th & 15th at 4:00 pm @ Agra, Class Floats in the Veteran’s Day Parade on Nov. 14th, Basketball Practices beginning on Nov. 16th, Cheyenne Vocal Clinic/Concert @ Northern Valley on Nov. 23rd, NW Honor Band/Vocal in Hays on Dec. 5th and the Winter Music Program on Dec. 14th @ TRHS Gym.

 Middle School Principal Beth Norris reported on the following:

· Honor Band/Choir went well.  The Students enjoyed participating.

· Congratulations to our Middle School Staff and Students for receiving the Governor’s Achievement Award for achieving the Standard of Excellence in both reading and mathematics for 2009.  Our Middle School was one of only twelve in the state to receive this award.

· Mrs. Norris presented treats and a card to the Board on behalf of Mrs. Reynolds, the staff and students of the Pre-K Class.  The presentation was made as a thank you for their playground equipment.

· The Middle School will host their annual Veterans’ Day Program on November 10th.

· The Pre-K Playground Equipment is projected to arrive on November 10th,

· The Pre-K Class will host a Thanksgiving Feast on November 24th
