Thunder Ridge Steering Committee Meeting Minutes
August 30, 2010
The Steering Committee met at the TRHS football field in Kensington at 6:30 p.m. with 11 members in attendance.
The new Thunder Ridge road signs have been placed on the east and west sides of Kensington. The committee received $900 in community donations to go toward the purchase of these signs.
Charlene Smith brought spirit signs and a banner purchased by the committee to be used for various ball games. It was decided to pass the word to “Crowd the Court” this Thursday at 4:00 and to encourage community members to wear blue to support the volleyball team.
Discussion was held regarding homecoming activities for October 1. Kandi Coomes volunteered to work on organizing a homecoming parade for that Friday afternoon to include cross country, volleyball, and football members. She will speak with administration regarding this idea and to try to include middle school students.
Plans have been made and workers assigned for the tailgate party and apparel sales this Friday at the first home football game.
Kim Dennis gave the treasurer’s report. She reported paying Galen Larson $1200 for sound system work. Current balance is $3569.06. Initially the Bug Backers had committed $1500 to go towards the sound system project. They have so far donated a little over $500, and Kim reported she was told that the Bug Backers have decided to put the rest of the money toward a different project.
Julie Kirchhoff presented some fundraising ideas and brought samples of items that could be imprinted and sold. Items included face tattoos, leather bracelets, hair scrunchies, flip flops, and key chains. It was decided to set up a table and do a trial sale of face tattoos at the volleyball and football games this week. A decision was not yet made on any other items.
The next Steering Committee meeting will be held October 4 at 6:00 at the Thunder Ridge Middle School in Agra. Discussion was held regarding alternating meetings between Agra and Kensington. Based on attendance next month, a final decision will be made regarding future location of Steering Committee meetings.
The meeting concluded with members hanging blue and white rope lights in the football stadium. The committee greatly appreciates those who came to help and continues to encourage all community members to attend meetings and help promote Thunder Ridge school spirit!
